WHAT IS RCIA?

It is the “Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults”. The RCIA
process, in effect since 1966, is a restoration of the
sacramental order (Baptism, Confirmation and Eucha-
rist) that the early Christian church used to bring people
into membership. The RCIA aims to foster and deepen
one’s conversion to Jesus Christ, as well as assist them
in becoming a Roman Catholic. Several weeks ago,
our Inquirers began their faith journey through the Initia-
tion process. This Sunday at the 9:30am Mass, they
will be accepted into the Order of the Catechumens
during two important Rites. During the Rite of Accep-
tance, unbaptized Inquirers formally request member-
ship in the Church. Baptized Inquirers (already mem-
bers of the faith community) will participate in the Rite
of Welcoming. During these Rites, our Inquirers de-
clare their intention to Church members, who pledge
their acceptance and support. Please join the RCIA
team in welcoming these newcomers to our faith com-
munity. We invite you to journey with us and renew the
commitment to live out your baptismal mission.
