LITURGY CORNER 
Arrangement of the Sanctuary (Part 2) 

The Ambo 
The dignity of the word of God requires that the 
church have a place that is suitable for the proclama-
tion of the word and toward which the attention of the 
whole congregation of the faithful naturally turns dur-
ing the Liturgy of the Word.  It is appropriate that this 
place be ordinarily a statiionary ambo and not simply 
a movable lectern.  The ambo must be located in 
keeping with the design of each church in such a way 
that the ordained ministers and lectors may be clearly 
seen and heard by the faithful.  From the ambo only 
the readings, the responsorial Psalm, and the Easter 
Proclamation (Exsultet) are to be proclaimed;  it may 
be used also for giving the homily and for announcing 
the intentions of the Prayer of the Faithful.  The dig-
nity of the ambo requires announcing the intentions of 
the Prayer of the Faithful.  The dignity of the ambo 
requires that only a minister of the word should go up 
to it.
