2nd SUNDAY OF LENT

This Sunday at the 9:30am Mass, a
Penitential Rite will be celebrated to
mark the Lenten purification of our
candidates (the previously baptized),
who are preparing “to be received into
full communion of the Catholic
Church”. The assembly—along with the candidates
and their sponsors—are invited to participate in the
celebration of this rite (a minor exorcism). Next Sun-
day, the candidates and their sponsors will participate
in the Rite of Calling the Candidates to Continuing
Conversion at the Cathedral of Our Lady of the An-
gels. Through their baptism, the candidates have be-
come members of the Church and are “children of
God". Their conversion journey is based on the bap-
tism they have already received, the effects of which
they must develop. Candidates, then, are “called to
continuing conversion” in a rite developed precisely
for their situation. Please continue to support our
candidates and elect with your encouragement and
prayers.
